5. Read v. 23.  What admonition is given to slaves in this verse.
6. Thinking of your work, what does it mean to do it with all your heart, as working for the Lord, not for men?
7. What assurance is given to slaves in the first part of v. 24?  How can this perspective make our work more meaningful?
8. What principle does Paul lay down in the last part of v. 24?  How can this principle revolutionize the way we go about our work?

9. Read v. 25.  How does this verse encourage slaves (and employees) to do their work well?
10. Read Col 4:2.  What is the basic exhortation given to masters?   What reason does Paul give in the last part of the verse?

11. In what ways can employers apply this principle today?  Be specific.
