2. What does it mean to be a faithful minister [servant]? (Note: this is the same word Jesus used in Mark 10:43-44 when he said, “… whoever wants to be great among you must be your servant.”)
3. Read Col 4:10-11 and 2 Tim 4:11.  What does Paul say about John Mark in these passages?

4. How does this demonstrate the power of the gospel to transform lives and heal relationships?  (Acts 15:36-40)

5. Paul only mentions Barnabas in passing.  What do we learn about Barnabas from Acts 4:36-37?

6. How did Barnabas encourage Saul/Paul? (Acts 9:23-27; 11:19-26)

8. What else do we learn about Epaphras in Col 1:7-8?

9. Read Col 4:14-15.  How did Nympha show love to the Lord and to the church?

10. Read Col 4:16-18.  Why do you suppose Paul includes this exhortation for Archippus?
