Questions for Reflection and Discussion

Getting Started
Based on conversations you’ve had, how do most people think of Christ?
Digging In
1. Read Col 1:15-20.  What does it mean that Christ is the image of the invisible God?  (Cf. John 1:1,14,18; 14:9; Hebrews 1:3)

2. Why was this an important thing for the Colossians to realize?  For us?

3. What does it mean that Christ is the firstborn over all creation?  (v. 15)

4. Why was it important for the Colossians to know that everything was created by Christ and for him?  (v. 16)

5. What are the implications of verse 16 for us – that everything was created by Christ and for Christ?  (cf. John 1:1-3)
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What do you think it means that Christ is before all things and holds everything together?  (v. 17)

7. What does it mean that God reconciled all things to himself? (v. 20)

8. How did God do this?  What was the price of peace?
9. Does this mean that everyone is automatically at peace with God?  Why or why not?  (cf. John 1:12)
Getting Personal
· In vv. 15-17 Paul teaches that Christ is the head of the natural creation.  In v. 18 he shows that Christ is also the head of God’s new creation, the Church.  What are the implications of this truth for the way we do church at Shoestring?
· Is there an area of your life where Christ is not yet supreme?  What changes do you think God would like you to make so that your life better reflects the supremacy of Christ?
