4. How can we be sure that it is indeed the gospel that is causing offense, and not our offensive way of presenting 
the gospel?  (cf. 1 Peter 3:15-16) 

5. Why should we expect opposition?  (vv. 24-25) 

6. Read Matthew 10:26-31. Why are we not to fear those who can kill the body? 

7. How does Jesus emphasize God’s loving care and sovereign control of our lives? 

8. Read Matthew 10:32-42. What does it mean to acknowledge Christ before men? 

9. In practical terms, what does it mean for us to take up our cross and follow Christ? 

10. Put verse 39 in your own words.
