Getting Started 

What have you been taught about Evolution and “Billions of Years” and what differences do you see between this and the Bible’s account of creation?
Digging In

1. Read Romans 1:18-23.  What does God say is true about His creation, what it shows, and what this means regarding mankind’s accountability to Him?
2. What are some ways you see God’s handiwork in “what has been made”?  What do these things teach you about God?
3. According to vv. 21-23 what happens to the thinking of people who deny God?  What about their worship?
4. Read Romans 1:24-32.  The phrase “God gave them over” appears three times in this passage.  What does this mean in your own words?  To whom does God respond in this way? 
5.  How does Romans 1:18-23 answer the question, “What is the cause of God giving people over to perversions?”
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6. Can you see how this indicates that sexual perversion is not only sin, but also the result of God’s judgment against those who refuse to worship Him as Creator?  Why or why not?
7. Would you consider disobedience to parents as serious a sin as the rest of the list in v. 28-31?  Why do you think it made this “Top 21” list of sins?
8. Read Psalm 37:1-6.  Why shouldn’t Christians “fret” per v. 2?  (See also v. 8)
9. Do you think there is a connection between the growing darkness of our nation and the nearly universal teaching of Evolution and Billions of Years?  Why or why not?

· How might your attitudes about those in darkness need to change to ensure that truth and grace shine equally bright towards those around you?
